General Remarks: 
1. This home is a 1995 wood framed two story home with crawlspace and an attached garage.  This home has 

Masonite Omniwood Hardboard Lap siding with brick veneer accents and a medium thick cedar shake 
roof.

electrical supply, no evidence of recent water in crawlspace. 

3. Homes built prior to 1978 may contain lead based paints and some materials such as the ceiling textures, 
ceiling tiles, insulations, and some vinyl floor coverings may contain asbestos.  Testing, proper personal 
protection and disposal, should be done if these materials are removed or disturbed.   

A. Major Deficiencies (Individual Deficiencies Costing $500 or more to Repair Professionally; Electrical, Mechanical, and 

Plumbing Items Not Operating; Roof Leaks): 
1. Heating system issues to be reviewed and corrected by a licensed heating contractor: 

a. There are no signs of service on the furnace. If not serviced in the last year, a service and heat exchanger 
examination is recommended. 

b. No sediment trap was noted on the incoming gas lines to the furnace or hot water tank.  Lack of sediment traps 
can cause fouling of the gas control valves.  

c. The return air duct from the downstairs return air grille in the hallway has come loose from the duct below the 
bonus room stairway return air duct.  This results in pulling air out of the crawlspace back into the house air.  The 
vertical metal duct that the flexible duct is connected to may not extend far enough into the crawlspace to 
effectively secure the flex duct to the metal duct.  Extend metal duct as needed for a long term installation. 

d. Since the crawlspace has a history of rodent activity, the duct system may have had rodent activity.  Recommend 
cleaning and disinfecting all ducting after repairing. 

e. A support strap has broken on a small duct to the NW of the crawlspace access cover.  A heat duct is severely 
crimped under the downstairs bathroom. 

2. This home is sided with Masonite Hardboard Lap siding, which has been the subject of a 1998 Class Action Lawsuit for 
performance problems associated with the absorption of moisture.  The period for filing a claim ended in January of 
2008.  This material has small chips of oriented strands glued together and comes in various patterns.  See

This home 

exhibits the following:  the south wall of this home is due for replacement of the siding due to heavy decay in the 
siding, buckling of the siding in places, and recessed nails at the chimney chase.  This siding is no longer made; 
however, Hardi-plank makes a similar siding visible at 

http://www.jameshardie.com/developer/products_siding_hardieplankLapSiding.py called Colonial 

Roughsawn. 
3. The roof is in need of maintenance.  Typical of roofs this age, the ridge caps are separating, have missing pieces, and 

loose staples.  Some slivers of shakes are missing and there are several cracks in shakes over keyways below.  There are 
algae on the roof. In the attic over the bonus room, water stains were noted on the white wrapping for the felt paper 
under the area where one ridge cap is missing.  It is recommended a licensed roofing contractor clean and treat the 
roof, replacing missing, loose, or damaged ridge and field shakes and provides a five year certification of remaining life. 

4. Many hot water tanks between 1993 and 1997 have a defective dip tube.  (Brand: AO Smith, S/N: GA95**) is included 
in the class action lawsuit for these tanks and may result in a shortage of hot water.  The claim period ended in the year

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2000.  Inquire with the owner if they have experienced a shortage of hot water.  See 

http://plusoneinspection.com/Seattle-recall.asp#Diptube for more information on this condition. 

5. Visible Thermopane window seal failures were noted.  Observations may have been hindered due to dirt, background, 
and darkness.  Recommend a window specialist review all windows and confirm these findings and repair the failed 
Thermopane seals as needed.  Those found are at:  Family room (3), the NW living, the dining (3), the NW bed (2+?), 
the master bed (4+/-), the master bath 93), the bonus 3-4), and the bonus stairs.

1. WDO Conducive Conditions to be corrected:  

a. Remove all loose wood debris large enough to rake from the crawlspace. 
b. Redistribute or add 6 mil black plastic vapor barrier where ground is bare. 
c. Renew the grout at the long wall of master shower where at least two holes are visible. 
d. Renew the caulk at the low rear of the lower bath shower stall. 
e. There is 21 % measured moisture in the flooring at the rear end of the master shower near the tub.  This appears 

to be a result of water leaving the shower stall.  Renew the caulk at the floor and shower base to keep water from 
below the vinyl flooring.  Some subfloor repair may need repair with a new floor covering. 

f. Renew the caulking at the kitchen sink backsplash.

a. Siding at the south wall is decayed. 

C. Minor Deficiencies and Suggested Improvements 
1. See body of report for lesser issues and other building information.  Please read the entire report. 
2. Past rodent activity noted in the crawlspace.  Recommend a pest control operator review and treat as needed, 

including providing exclusion controls. 
3. A was nest was noted in the insulation at the south crawlspace vent under the west living room windows. 
4. The water flow in the two upstairs showers is less than the lower shower.  Check for blocked water passage or nozzles. 
5. Insulation is displaced under the kitchen island and at water lines along the front of the house and to the front porch 

hose bib. 
6. Recommended safety improvements: 

b. Connect the telephone ground to the electrical system ground. 
7.  The flap at the exhaust vent does not close fully for the cook top downdraft exhaust fan. 
8. The Master bedroom door does not latch. 
9. Small wasp nests noted in the east end of the bonus room attic. 
10. Decking is due for finish renewal. 
11. Trim tree overhanging roof at the SW garage 
12. Water line under the entry not anchored and hangs loose, as seen in the crawlspace
